SEMINAR DESCRIPTION

In this course we will deal with the representation of traumatic memory in contemporary
visual media from the UK including film, television series, stage plays, graphic novel and
video. We will read up on the conceptualisation of trauma and memory in different disci-
plines — from medico-legal PTSD to trauma in narrative cinema. With this in mind, we will
discuss visual narratives that address trauma/suffering of the individual and society as they
are challenged by large-scale conflict in the post-9/11 world.
