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Course description:

In this seminar we are first going to talk about company structure: what are the departments
and their jobs in a typical manufacturing company? What decisions need to be taken by the
founder of a startup?

In addition, we are going to study a number of business situations. You are going to work on
vocabulary we can use to describe them and discuss possible actions. An additional focus is
on communicating in English in a professional context, for example when speaking to
customers on the phone, negotiating or writing memos and emails. Here I'll try to give you
the opportunity to incorporate your own professional background.

Students are expected to participate actively in short role plays and the discussions. Each
week, some exercises from the course book will be set as homework in preparation of the
next class or as a revision.
